 Pistols, single tap each diamond target once then double tap each 

square target once then single tap each diamond target once.  Pistols 

may be holstered or placed back on shelf, shooters choice. 

 Rifle, single tap each diamond target once then double tap each square 

target once then single tap each diamond target once.  Place rifle back 

in the box, butt does not have to be fully inside box.

 Pistols, starting on either end target single tap Nevada sweep the 3 

pistol targets for 5 rounds.  Repeat instructions with remaining 5 

rounds. 

 Shotgun, engage remaining knockdowns in any order.
